In this week’s gospel we see Jesus going through the towns and villages teaching as He went.  He was 

teaching the people how to succeed and have a full life.   He wants us all to have a life of goodness.  When 

asked the question “How many will be saved?”  Jesus points out that in order to be saved we must make a 

real effort to be saved.  This entire passage warns us against a complacent acceptance of ourselves as close 

to the kingdom of God.  This can be a real help against any form of self righteousness. 

How do we who have heard and rejoiced in the word of God present it to others?  Do we live our lives in a 

humble and truthful manner as Jesus would like us to?
