July 2nd 2017 13th Sunday of Ordinary Time - Year A - Matthew 10: 37 - 42

In this Sunday's gospel Jesus invites us to follow in His footsteps. He only asks us to do what He has done
in his life. He tells his disciples not to be afraid because he is always close to them as they go on their
journeys bringing the good news to all of his people. He reminds us that as we go about our evangelising
work we must go as "little ones" not being concerned at being treated with honour or respect but being
thankful for even a cup of water. We must avoid at all costs a culture of elitism because we forget it is
Jesus who is enabling us to go and bring his good news to people.

Are there times in our lives when we think we are more important than those who are calling out for our
help and go about our work with an air of superiority?
