November 24th      2013   Sunday Feast of Christ the King – Year C – Luke 23: 35 - 43 

In this Sunday’s gospel we are celebrating the power of Jesus, a power he never used to his own advantage. 
We see how the power of Jesus works – the divine way.  The power of Jesus is based on truth, honesty and 
forgiveness.  What a great world we would have if  people used their power in a Christlike way.  Jesus 
exercises this power as he hangs on the cross in the midst of great mocking and jeering by the leaders, 
soldiers and one of the criminals. 
Are we like Jesus as we exercise our duties of parenting and leadership of Church and State in truth, 
honesty and forgiveness?  When were the times that we experienced Jesus’ power in our lives?
