In the
same way, husbands must love their wives as they love their own bodies; for a man to love his wife is for
him to love himself. A man never hates his own body, but he feeds it and looks after it; and that is the way
Christ treats the Church, because it is his body — and we are its living parts. For this reason, a man must
leave his father and mother and be joined to his wife, and the two will become one body. This mystery has
many implications; but | am saying it applies to Christ and the Church.

A Reading from the holy Gospel according to John (Jn 6:60-69)

was that would betray him. He went on, ‘This is why | told you that no one could come to me unless the
Father allows him.”

Simon Peter answered, ‘Lord, who shall we
go to? You have the message of eternal life, and we believe; we know that you are the Holy One of God.’
